The doors to St. Martin-in-the-Fields Church will be thrown open to all for a FREE “taster” performance on Monday 2 March at 5.30pm to celebrate the launch of Tasmin Little’s new CD Partners in Time (BIS-CD-1744) with the pianist John Lenehan.  Partners in Time continues Tasmin’s vision to reach new audiences through her pioneering internet project ‘The Naked Violin’, in which she released an entire recital of solo violin works in January 2008 and is still available on her website. 

This free performance is very much in keeping with the spirit of her original project and will provide a whistle-stop tour of some of the works for violin and piano featured on the recording, illustrating the chronological development of the relationship between the two instruments. These works show the ways that composers have fallen in love with, and responded to, this partnership. Tasmin’s partner on this journey through musical history is the acclaimed British pianist John Lenehan.
Tasmin Little explains the thinking behind ‘Partners in Time’© and the Free performance launch of her new CD:

“I was amazed by the success of ‘The Naked Violin’ and I wanted to continue to find new ways of introducing people of all ages, particularly those who are not familiar with classical music, to a broad range of the wonderful repertoire for the violin. ‘Partners in Time’ expands ‘The Three Step Challenge’ I set out in the Naked Violin project by: offering a free bonus track via my website to anyone who buys the CD; also available for free on my website will be a series of spoken introductions to each work, illustrated with aural musical examples. This will allow people with little experience of classical music who may be put off by price or little knowledge of the repertoire, to experience the feel of the CD and understand the music I am playing before deciding whether they wish to buy it. This facility can also be used by teachers as a free classroom tool for their own music lessons and will be of interest to students and enthusiasts alike. 

Finally, as a part of my commitment to help break down some of the barriers that prevent people coming to live concerts, this concert is the first in a new initiative to make available a considerable number of free tickets to a selection of my concerts during the coming year.
